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Symbolism is the use of an object to represent an abstract idea.  For example, the American flag symbolizes freedom, which is an abstract concept.  Many times in our lives we have objects that symbolize who we are as people, our family, race/ethnicity, culture, or beliefs.    

In this activity, you will select at least three items that symbolize some aspect of who you are.  Some examples are religious symbols (a cross or Star of David) or family heirlooms (grandfather’s watch or family picture).  These items should be small enough to fit in a brown paper bag.  If the object is too large or valuable for the bag, you may bring in a picture or drawing.
Be prepared to discuss what each item in the bag says about you.
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
